1.1 PROJECT CONTEXT AND
BACKGROUND

The Kazakh economy is currently mainly
based on the export of energy resources.
Kazakhstan is hence interested in the
diversification of production and services,
and in human capital development in the
direction of more general activities, in a
globalized context. For example, its “State
Program of Education System Development
till 2019" (2016 - 2019) highlighted the
importance of training highly skilled
trilingual staff with competences in
information technology and new education
techniques. As well, the “State Program of
Education System Development till 2025"
(2020 - 2025) stated that one of the main
goals of the strategy is to “increase
contribution of science to the Country's
economy”. Internationalization plays thus a
key role in this context. More specifically,
Kazak universities want to take the chance
of benefitting of EU experience in
knowledge-based economy fields. Besides
of the ownership of huge natural resources,
Kazakhstan strengths can be synthetized as
follows: favourable geographical position
and traditional relationships with Russia,
Belarus, Armenia and Kyrgyzstan, current
industrial development and technological
innovation programs, strong interest in
attracting foreign investment, opportunity
for developing high added value products.
[talian interests in Kazakhstan are mainly
focused on key sectors such as energy, IT
and tourism. A collaboration between Italian
and Kazakh universities is thus felt very
promising and fitting into this frame.

- Enhancing UIB staff competences. The
activities that Partners are carrying out aim
to improve UIB staff linguistic, IT and
didactic competences;

- Encouraging and helping UIB students'’ in
building international business and
relationship networks through an
interdisciplinary Learning Agreement;

- Strengthening the UNICAM presence in a
Central Asia. This is felt as an important
strategic objective for UNICAM. According
to its internationalization policy, UNICAM is
indeed highly interested in Asia in general
and in Central Asia in the specific, where it
is not very much present at the moment.
The hope is to develop new scientific and
humanistic research partnerships with local
universities and research institutions;

- Improving that part of the UNICAM School
of Law teaching offer, which is held in
English and is  directed towards
international students. The project
provided the opportunity to develop and
improve law courses held in English,
characterized by multidisciplinary topics
that are of special interest for international
students.

- Testing and improving abroad some
UNICAM School of Sciences teaching offer.
- Improving the language competences of
UNICAM academic and administrative staff.




2. INPLEMENTED

ACTIVITIES

2.1 SUMMARY OF UNDERTAKEN
ACTIVITIES AND MOBILITIES

In this context, the partnership between
UNICAM and UIB was focused on European
Commercial Law (with particular attention to
key topics such as “European Union tourism
political framework”, “2030 Climate and Energy
Framework” and “European Green Deal”). The
legal core was expanded with an offer of hard
science topics such as financial mathematics
and statistics, and courses devoted to develop
abilities to identify long-term investment
strategies and the competence to implement
these investments. Moreover, all the activities
undertaken were embedded in a larger
framework of mutual cultural exchange. This
last aspect was implemented as follows:

- for incoming students, through the
attendance of an Italian Language and Culture
Course, and the participation to all Erasmus
Students Network of Camerino activities;

- for outgoing staff and students, through the
organization of guided tours in Almaty's
Museums (National Museum, Almaty Museum,
Ykhylas Museum of Folk Music Instruments
and A. Kasteev Art Museum) and Almaty
surroundings;

In detail, up to July 2021 (M38), the number,
type and profile of involved participants have
been:

- 12 student mobility for study incoming, 5
months each (6 during the second semester of
the academic year 2018-2019, 4 during the
second semester of the academic year 2019-
2020) and 2 during the second semester of the
a.y. 2020-2021. Students involved were of 2nd
and 3rd cycle (EQF-7 e EQF-8);
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- 2 staff mobility for teaching inco
days each (during the second semeSuighel
the a.y.

- 2 staff mobility for training incoming,
days each (during the second semester
the ay.

- 1 student mobility for traineeship outgoing,
3 months.

Unfortunately, due to Covid-19 crisis and, in
particular, due to the measures stated by
Italian National Government in order to avoid
Covid-19 diffusion, the last staff mobility for
training incoming, planned for July 2021, has
been canceled. Nevertheless, Partner have
been able to carry out 20 mobilities out of 21
financed, with the use of 979% of fund
granted.

The outgoing UNICAM PhD went under %
traineeship in computational skills. Thé
traineeship program, related to data mining
and held under the supervision of a local
professor, was based on the analysis of a local
patients’ heart rate dataset arranged by UIB.
The PhD student carried out data analysis,
prediction analysis and graphical
visualization of heartbeats. He worked on
machine learning analysis on a sample of
data coming from 150 patients. The main
aims of his activities were: deepening
knowledge on implementation of machine
learning in business applications related to
medical field; design an intelligent system to
support patient home care.

The two incoming UIB Professors delivered
12 teaching hours related to Commercial Law
(with a specific attention to the Kazakh
economy and its exchange perspectives) and
held a Seminar (11/02/2019) titled From Past
to Future — Camerino and Almaty along the
New Silk Way focused on Kazakhstan
economy, human capital development and
challenges and perspectives of the
digitalization in Kazakhstan, offered to the
whole UNICAM community.

The two outgoing UNICAM Law Professors
held a two-days Seminar (16/09/2019 -
19/09/2019) on European contract law and EU
energy market with a particular focus on a
recent technique called Alternative Disputes
Resolution. Moreover, they conducted a
discussion group on energy resources in
Kazakhstan with UIB students and professors.
The outgoing UNICAM Mathematics
Professor held lessons (21/09/19 — 24/09/19) on
two main topics: Mathematics in problem
solving (concerning methodological aspects
of the use of math in facing various problems
in non-mathematical contexts) and
Economies are more concrete.

The two incoming UIB administrative staff
carried out a job-shadowing period under the
supervision of the UNICAM Rector's Delegate
for the E-Learning. Their mobility aimed to
learn how the UNICAM technical
infrastructure for online teaching and e-

learning works and to explore the features of
the software in use.
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2.3 COVID-19 CRISIS:
RISK MANAGEMENT AND
MITIGATION MEASURES

During the second semester of
academic year 2019-2020 Covid-19
exploded. When the pandemic crisis stari{eh
UNICAM was hosting four UIB students a'gel
two administrative staff. At the beginning
their mobility period all the activities wer8d
held in presence, but starting from the
beginning of March, UNICAM moved both
students and administrative staff to
autonomous accommodations with private
kitchen and facilities and all the activities
became totally virtual through UNICAM E-
Learning platform (WebEXx). All the other
mobilities scheduled from March to July
2020 were cancelled.

Thanks to a Project extension accorded by
the Italian National Agency, the residual
mobilities, except for one staff mobility for
training incoming, took place during the
second semester of the academic year
2020-2021. The procedures created in order
to mitigate Covid-19 impact have included:
(1) the prevision of private transport for all
the students from the Airport to the
structure where to carry out the quarantine,
paid with OS funds; (2) an agreement
between UNICAM and a private structure in
Castelraimondo (10km from Camerino)
where students spent the quarantine
period; (3) the prevision of the PCR test
immediately after the quarantine and
before checking in ERDIS structures,
completely paid by ERDIS; (4) shifts in
canteens, laboratories and all other UNICAM
facilities.




3. RESULTS,

IMPACT AND LONG-
TERM BENEFITS

The project carried out and concluded with
Kazakhstan, strengthened UNICAM and UIB
relationships. As to UNICAM, at the teaching
and technical staff level, new relationships
were started and new teaching and research

project possibilities discussed. Inside the
UNICAM scientific community, the very
possibility of developing scientific

interchange with Kazakhstan has become
appealing to research groups not aware of
that, especially in energy sectors like Geology.
Moreover, UNICAM was able to develop some
courses especially aimed to Central Asian
audiences. UIB has also offered the possibility
of advocating UNICAM among Kazakh
universities and research institutions. For the
UNICAM Law School the UIB experience
turned out to be a powerful push towards
further internationalization especially
towards Central Asia. The started cooperation
in the mentioned research areas is discussed
in the frame of ECPE - Enabling Consumer to
become Prosumer in the Energy transition
Era - in www.ecpe.unicam.it. As a follow-up of
the first year, UNICAM has succeeded in
becoming partner in the “Bolashaq” State
Program funded by the Kazakh Government
to educate Kazakh students. For the UIB
students the chance of studying and living in
Iltaly was an important chance of being
exposed to western culture declined in the
Italian way (which includes science and
technology, but also art and a special
lifestyle). For the UIB teaching staff this
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interaction with UNICAM, especiall
with the Science sector, was a chance
to better understand how UNICAM is
organized for teaching science topics,
in the context of the UIB development
of new science courses.
